Program Description

The University of North Carolina at Charlotte’s College of
Education has redesigned the educational programs for the
purpose of meeting the licensure needs of lateral entry teachers
as well as those looking for a career change. For the Graduate
Certificate in Teaching, students can complete the 18-hour*
Standard Professional | License requirements for middle grades
or secondary education in the areas of English, Math, Social
Studies, and Science, through an online distance education
option. For the Master of Arts in Teaching (M.A.T.), in the
areas of Math, Social Studies and Science, students can
complete (at least) thirty credit-hours (of the required 39) in an
online format.

The Graduate Certificate in Teaching leads to the Standard
Professional I License (formerly called the "A" license). Itis a
recognized graduate program at UNC Charlotte.  Course
requirements are identical to Phase One of the M.A.T.;
however, entrance requirements and application procedures are
different. Candidates enrolled in this program may apply to the
M.A.T. at a later date. If accepted, all core courses taken for
the Graduate Certificate will apply to the M.A.T.

The M.A.T. leads to the Standard Professional | License
(formerly called the "A" license) at the end of its Phase I, then
to the Advanced (“M”) teaching license after program
completion. Candidates accepted into the M.A.T. program will
have the academic credentials and maturity necessary to
complete both introductory and advanced work in teacher
education through a rigorous graduate program. Continuation
from Phase | to Phase Il requires a full-time teaching position in
the area of licensure. This advanced license leads to a 10% pay
raise.

All students must complete approximately 20 hours, per
course, of clinical work in a classroom setting.

*NOTE: Completing the Standard Professional | License requirements
consists of the 18 licensure program hours PLUS any background
deficiencies. Students may do a preliminary check of their transcripts for
background deficiencies by logging on to the College of Education’s
M.A.T./Licensure website http://education.uncc.edu/MAT/ and then
clicking on “Licensure Programs™ in the left-hand navigation bar, and then
selecting the licensure track they intend to complete. Transcripts are
officially evaluated upon application to the program.

Distance Education Option

UNC Charlotte faculty members will teach courses via the
Internet using Blackboard Vista and Centra courseware,
technologies; allowing individual access to courses from an
Internet enabled computer.

This online program is approved for the state of North Carolina.
Educational resources provided, by UNC Charlotte, associated
with required classroom observation hours are limited to the
state of North Carolina.

The courses will be designed, delivered, and managed so as to
be independent of the North Carolina geographic location of the
learner. Instruction will be delivered primarily via the Internet,
through a combination of asynchronous and synchronous

communication. The synchronous communication will require
participants to log on the Internet at appointed times, but they
will be able to log on from any location (typically their home)
that has the required computer hardware/software/and Internet
connection.

Note: A synchronized, on-line session will be required at the beginning and at
the end of every semester. Students will be required to be “logged on” with the
Office of Distance Education; at a synchronized day and time, to be determined.

Clinical Hours

Clinical hours or classroom observation hours are required.
Students in the Graduate Certificate in Teaching or Phase | of
the M.A.T. can expect an average of 20 observation hours per
course. Non-practicing teachers will be assigned to school sites
within 50 miles (one way) of their NC geographical location.

The Graduate Certificate in Teaching and Phase | of the M.A.T.
requires students to be teaching in a classroom that matches
licensure area before entering the course MDSK 6470 OR they
must combine coursework with a traditional student teaching
placement.

UNC Charlotte’s Office of Field Experiences coordinates
placement arrangements for these school experiences. Students
complete a clinical placement request form during the first two
weeks of each semester. Applications for Graduate Student
Teaching Internship (MDSK 6470) are due during the last week
of February or the last week of September, one semester before
the internship semester.

After admission to the program, each student will be assigned
an advisor for the duration of the program. Students will meet
with their advisor, once every semester, online, via email or
telephone. Course registration information will be available to
students 4-6 weeks prior to the start of each semester. The
Office of Distance Education will process student course
registrations for this program.

Dates

Online coursework for the Graduate Certificate program, and
Phase | of the M.A.T. program will begin in fall, spring and
summer semesters. A tentative schedule of classes, pending

Access to the Internet

Students in this program must have access to the Internet with:

This may be
achieved through a traditional modem connection to an Internet
Service Provided (ISP), a cable modem connection, Digital
Subscriber Line (DSL), which may require an additional
hardware purchase, or any other access method that meets the
above criteria. Students who elect to connect with an (ISP) may
achieve a greater degree of satisfaction in the reception
(download) of course material with a specialized phone line such
as ISDN or 56k circuit line (check with local phone company for
availability and rates) since some ISP connections via regular
telephone lines do not exceed 28.8 Kb/s.

= Basic skills in navigating the Internet and the ability to send
and receive e-mail — with attachments.

Note: An online service that does not offer true Internet access or that “times
out” after one hour will not be satisfactory for this program. Internet access via
public access computer terminals, such as those in public libraries or places of
employment, may be hampered or limited by “firewalls” (electronic/digital
controls) that prevent unlimited access to some web sites, document downloads,
and/or e-mail exchange, etc. Public access terminals often have time limits;
such constraints may interfere with student’s ability to complete coursework.
Students contemplating this access should verify that no such controls or
limitations exist before relying upon those means of access.

Students are provided technical assistance via the Internet and
toll-free telephone support.

Textbooks, Course Packs, and Lab Manuals

Students are responsible for obtaining course materials
including textbooks, lab manuals, and course packs -
photocopied collections of peer reviewed articles, book chapters
and/or conference proceedings.

Textbook information will be available 4-6 weeks prior to the
beginning of each semester. Students may wish to purchase
textbooks through our UNC Charlotte Bookstore, a local
bookstore or through an online book vendor.

Course packs are frequently used in graduate level courses and
may be required material in the program. When required,
students receive information about the packets’ availability, the
purchase process and the specific vendor through which these
materials can be obtained.

Library Resources

Academic work at the graduate level involves significant
analysis of current, professional literature that may be published
in professional journals, newsletters, books, conference
proceedings and other print and electronic media. Students have
access to the Atkins Library on the UNC Charlotte campus,
including its electronic databases, through the Internet as well
as through visits to the UNC Charlotte campus at the students’
option.

Additionally, admitted students have full access to the libraries
of the 16 University of North Carolina campuses and can
participate in Interlibrary Loan via most local public libraries to
access resources for coursework. A Distance Education
Librarian is available for student consultation via toll-free
telephone access, fax, and e-mail.

Cost

Tuition is set each year by the North Carolina Legislature.
Resident tuition and fees for distance education students in the
2008-2009 academic year are $479.90 for 3 credit hours,
$955.50 for 6 credit hours. Non-resident tuition and fees are
$1,981.40 for 3 credit hours and $3,958.50 for 6 credit hours.
Students have additional expenses for textbooks and other
course materials.

Financial Aid

Students are eligible for financial aid under the same
guidelines/regulations as students admitted to on-campus
programs.
